Children who walk to school are 
more alert and more attentive in the 
classroom than those who arrive in 
the car.  

Walking to and from school helps to 
keep children physically active, a 
15-minute walk will provide your 
child with half of their recommended 
daily exercise.

Walking to and from school is great 
for adults too.  

The walk to school can be used to 
help children develop the necessary 
road safety skills to help them stay 
safe when out and about and 
become independent travellers.

It helps keep the local air clean 
and is a great way of helping to 
tackle climate change, we all 
need to do our bit!

Children in cars are exposed to 
twice as much pollution as 
pedestrians, even travelling along 
the same road.

It keeps the streets around your 
school free from congestion, 
making it much safer for everyone.  

Walking to school instead of 
driving saves a family, on average, 
£400 per year!
